SUBJECT:  Unit Actions at Fort Polk, Louisiana


The Department of the Army announced today the decision to inactivate the 5th Personnel Services Battalion at Fort Polk.  Concurrently, the 18th Personnel Services Battalion at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, will reorganize to provide two split-stationed personnel detachments at Fort Polk.  These two split stationed detachments will continue to provide personnel services to Fort Polk, Louisiana.  Effective date of the inactivation is 15 September 2001.  Effective date for the activation of the two personnel detachments is 16 September 2001.

These actions, caused by Total Army Analysis and US Army Forces Command force structure decisions, will create more effective and viable support elements to support and sustain the force for the 21st Century. 

The net loss of military authorizations to Fort Polk is 27 (3 officers and 24 enlisted).  There will be 14,143 military authorizations at Fort Polk after these actions are implemented.  These actions will have minimal impact on the installation and local communities surrounding Fort Polk.
