SUBJECT:  Unit Relocation from Fort Story to Fort Eustis 


The Army announced today the decision to relocate I Company, 71st Transportation Battalion, 8th Transportation Brigade, from Fort Story, Virginia, to Fort Eustis, Virginia.  The relocation will be completed not later than May 15, 2001.  The unit is assigned to the U.S. Army Training and Doctrine Command.

This action consolidates Advanced Individual Training (AIT) for Military Occupational Specialty (MOS) 88H, Cargo Specialist, into a single company and location and allows the use of a fixed training facility rather than the leasing of a fast sealift ship.  Cadre made available by the move will be used to assist in the command and control of students awaiting training.

This action results from an 8th Transportation Brigade cost effectiveness analysis of MOS 88H AIT.  The permanent party military authorizations associated with these units total 8 at Fort Story, which includes 2 officers and 6 enlisted soldiers and an average student population of 62 enlisted soldiers.

This action will have a minimal impact on the installations and local communities surrounding Fort Eustis and Fort Story.  
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
