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INFORMATION FOR MEMBERS OF CONGRESS

The Department of the Army announces the availability of the Final Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) for Yuma Proving Ground, Arizona.

Yuma Proving Ground is a military installation, located in southwestern Arizona near the Colorado River.  Yuma’s test facilities and professional staff of engineers, scientists and technicians combine to make Yuma Proving Ground one of the premier military research and development installations in the world.  An average of 100 tests and evaluations are ongoing at any given time.

The proposed action is the enhancement of Yuma Proving Ground from a traditional Army test installation to a diversified, multipurpose test range.  The multi-purpose test installation will integrate military training and other mission-compatible uses with military research, developmental, testing, and evaluation activities as indicated in the Installation Master Plan and other planning documents.  This proposed action supports the dynamic defense mission of the United States to maintain a prepared and technologically advanced military. 

The Environmental Impact Statement assesses the potential impacts of both current and future projects, proposed modernization of range capabilities, and the continuation of routine mission, maintenance and support activities.  The Environmental Impact Statement identifies mitigation measures that will be used to reduce or avoid potential adverse environmental effects associated with the proposed action.

Environmental conditions which could be impacted, and therefore are assessed, include: water quality and quantity, air quality, hazardous materials management and disposal, human health and safety, historic and archaeological resources, biological resources, and socioeconomic impacts. 
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
