SUBJECT:  Unit Inactivations at Fort Eustis and Fort Story, Virginia 

The Army announced today the decision to inactivate three transportation units, two at Fort Eustis, Virginia, and one at Fort Story, Virginia.  The units are the 390th and 160th Contract Supervision Detachments at Fort Eustis and the 309th Transportation Company at Fort Story.  The inactivations will be completed by October 15, 2001.  

Additionally, the 10th Terminal Battalion and the 97th Heavy Boat Company will inactivate on 15 September 2002 and reactivate as multi-component units on 16 September 2002.  The units are assigned to the US Army Forces Command.

These actions are a result of decisions made during Total Army Analysis 2007 (TAA-07).  Military authorization reductions associated with these units total 60 at Fort Eustis, which includes 18 officers and 42 enlisted soldiers and 43 at Fort Story, which includes 2 officers and 41 enlisted soldiers.  There will be 7886 active Army authorizations at Fort Eustis and 1772 authorizations at Fort Story once these actions are complete. 

These actions will have a minimal impact on the installations and local communities surrounding Fort Eustis and Fort Story, Virginia.
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
