SUBJECT:  FY02 Force Structure Actions at Fort Bragg, North Carolina

The Department of the Army announced today the following force structure actions occurring at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, in FY02:

     a.  Activations:

     (1)  249th Combat Support Platoon (Map Distribution) with an authorized strength of 22 soldiers, 1 officer and 21 enlisted.

     (2)  Detachment D, 126th Finance Battalion, with an authorized strength of 21 soldiers, 1 officer and 20 enlisted.

     (3)  Detachment E, 126th Finance Battalion, with an authorized strength of 21 soldiers, 1 officer and 20 enlisted.

     (4)  Headquarters and Headquarters Company, 44th Medical Command, with an authorized strength of 101 soldiers, 30 officers, 3 warrant officers and 68 enlisted.

     (5)  601st Medical Company (Area Support) with an authorized strength of 71 soldiers, 5 officers and 66 enlisted.

     (6)  602d Medical Company (Area Support) with an authorized strength of 71 soldiers, 5 officers and 66 enlisted.

     (7)  550th Medical Company (Area Support) with an authorized strength of 71 soldiers, 5 officers and 66 enlisted.

     (8)  36th Medical Company (Area Support) with an authorized strength of 71 soldiers, 5 officers and 66 enlisted.

     b.  Inactivations:

     (1)  406th Combat Support Company (General Support) with an authorized strength of 148 soldiers, 5 officers and 143 enlisted.

     (2)  38th Engineer Detachment (Well Drilling) with an authorized strength of 10 enlisted soldiers.

     (3)  107th Finance Battalion, with an authorized strength of 93 soldiers, 6 officers and 87 enlisted.

     (4)  Headquarters and Headquarters Detachment, 55th Medical Group, with an authorized strength of 60 soldiers, 15 officers and 45 enlisted.

     (5)  Headquarters and Headquarters Company, 44th Medical Brigade, with an authorized strength of 81 soldiers, 25 officers and 56 enlisted

     c.  Reorganization of the 261st Medical Battalion (Area Support) to Headquarters and Headquarters Detachment, 261st Medical Battalion with a reduction of 239 soldiers, 15 officers and 224 enlisted.

These actions are the result of decisions made during Total Army Analysis 2007 and 2007.1 and will create more effective, viable and deployable elements to support and sustain the smaller and more lethal force for the 21st Century.  As a result of the force structure actions shown above, the cumulative change in the number of military authorizations in a new decrease of 182, leaving military authorizations of 42,944.  These actions will have a minimal impact on the installation and local communities surrounding Fort Bragg.  Civilian positions at Fort Bragg will not be affected.
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
