These actions are a result of decisions made during Total Army Analysis 2007 and 2007.1.  They will create more effective and viable elements to support and sustain the smaller, more lethal force of the 21st Century.

Military authorizations at Fort Lewis will increase by 4 officers, 1 warrant officer and 38 enlisted personnel, for a total of 43.  These actions will have minimal impact on the installation and the surrounding communities.
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
