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BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH


DR. JOHN B. FOULKES








Dr. John B. Foulkes is a graduate of Dowling College, NY, earning a B.S. in Mathematics.  He attended graduate school at the State University College of NY at Buffalo, earning an M.A. in Mathematics, followed by M.S. and Ph.D. degrees in Mathematics from the University of Delaware.





On 4 January 1998, Dr. Foulkes assumed the position of Director, U.S. Army Test and Evaluation Management Agency (TEMA), Office of the Chief of Staff, concurrent with his selection into the Senior Executive Service.  Dr. Foulkes is responsible for developing the Army Test and Evaluation (T&E) budget for the Chief of Staff, an $800 million annual program for investments and operations of the Army’s T&E ranges and facilities.  He is also responsible for interfacing with the other Military Departments, the Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD), the Joint Staff, and Congress on all Army T&E resource and policy issues.  Dr. Foulkes’ accomplishments in consolidating testing organizations into a single Army Test and Evaluation Command, instituting better business practices, and preserving critical civilian personnel will have significant positive impacts in the execution of the Army’s critical T&E mission. 





From 1990 until he assumed the TEMA directorship, Dr. Foulkes served as Deputy Director of TEMA, where he developed Army Regulation 73-1 on T&E Policy and the Army Pamphlets 73-1 through 73-7 on T&E Guidelines and Procedures. Prior to assuming these positions, Dr. Foulkes served as staff assistant for the Deputy Director, Defense Research and Engineering, Test and Evaluation in OSD, where he was responsible for providing developmental test and evaluation oversight for a variety of Army and Navy air defense and aviation systems. 





Dr. Foulkes began his Civil Service career in the Air Warfare Division of the Army Materiel Systems Analysis Activity (AMSAA) at Aberdeen Proving Ground, MD.  During this time, Dr. Foulkes conducted item level performance analyses on a variety of air defense weapon systems, developed detailed engineering models and simulations, and served as the independent developmental evaluator for several air defense programs.  Other positions held at AMSAA by Dr. Foulkes included supervisory positions in the Reliability, Availability and Maintainability Division and the Logistics Analysis Division.  During his time at AMSAA, Dr. Foulkes earned an M.S. degree in Operations Research from the George Washington University.  


 


Dr. Foulkes is a member of numerous professional organizations, and takes an active role planning and conducting professional activities related to T&E.  He is Past President of the International Test and Evaluation Association (ITEA), and currently serves as the Chairman of the Senior Advisory Board.  Dr. Foulkes is in frequent demand as an invited speaker or conference leader, and he has served as program and session chairperson for numerous conferences and symposia.  





Dr. Foulkes is an Assistant Professor of Management for the Florida Institute of Technology (FIT) and teaches three courses per year at the FIT National Capital Region branch in Alexandria, VA.  His teaching specialties are operations research; systems engineering; probability and statistics; and modeling, analysis and simulation courses. He is also an adjunct faculty member for the Mathematics Department at the Anne Arundel Community College in Maryland.
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
